From the Rabbi

It's Kislev, and again we prepare to celebrate Chanukah! Menorah's are
cleaned from last year's accumulation of wax; all of the partial boxes of Chanu-
kah candles come off the shelves (you need 44 for all eight nights, by the way);
families and friends divide over whether applesauce or sour cream is the appro-
priate accompaniment to latkes.

Y et, at timeswe need to remember that our understand-
ing of Chanukah is almost as far removed from the events
surrounding the M accabean revol ution as potatoes were from
the ancient middle-east of Judah's time. Yes, | hate to break
the news to you, but contrary to the generations-old song,
Mrs. Maccabeus did not fry latkes.

Thereal questions of Jewish identity raised about 2273
years ago, though, are many of our own questionstoday. Ju-
daism confronted a very appealing culture — that of the Hel- : :
lenistic world. It brought culture, philosophy, athletics, an openessto ideas.

It brought tall tales of the gods on Olympus, by that time relegated to cultic
celebrations and rites associated with aspecific deity. It saw adeterioration of the
traditional Jewish structure. The High Priest, Y ehoshua, preferred to be called by
his Greek name, Jason. The people divided along Hellenist and non-Hellenist
lines.

A tenuous equilibrium seemed to hold until a new Seleucid Syrian king,
Antiochus |V, proclaimed himself god, and added the title Epiphanesto his name
(roughly translated in modern jargon as "god in the flesh"). At that point, the
population exploded in reaction to a line which Jews could not truly cross. It
might be one thing to attend a Dionysian wine fest; it would be quite another to
worship aphysical king.

Judea exploded in revolution. Ironically, the successors to Judah Maccabee
and rulers of Judeafor the next century, the Hasmonean dynasty, seemed as out-
wardly Greek asthose against whom they revolted, whileideologically they were
so determined to stamp out idol atry that they evenforcibly converted the |ldumeans
and destroyed what is today Bet Shean.

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Eye on Middle-Eastern Affairs

Is Obama Good or Bad for Israel?

This question is much debated among Jewish commu-
nities, not only in the United States and Israel, but around
theworld aswell. Aside from Republicans, those who assert
that he may not be, point to his personal friendshipsand pro-
fessional associations. They argue that by interacting with
people known to be ambivalent, unfriendly, or outright hos-
tile to Israel, these feelings either are automatically repre-
sentative of Obama's ownideas, or will rub off on him. (We
will for now put aside the fact that Obama's circle of advi-
sorsincludes people considered to be very pro-Israel.)

Obama could very well turn out to be the most antago-
nist US president Israel has ever faced. But it's almost im-
possible that thiswill be so. Although we cannot predict the
future with compl ete certainty, we can draw on anumber of
historical and contemporary developments to construct a
probable scenario in which President Obamais prompted to
do what all US presidents since Kennedy have done: main-
tain a close relationship with Isragl.

First, US presidents are simply unableto trand ate their
personal preferencesinto policy: they are constrained by the
system itself. The system encompasses many things, but one
of the more important is Congress. Although the president
plays the dominant role in foreign policy, on some issues
Congressis ableto exert influencein the policymaking pro-
cess, mostly by constraining or pushing presidents. On Is-
rael, Congress is overwhelmingly positive, and so even if a
president held negative ideas on Israel, he would be unable
to fully put them into practice.

Second, there are anumber of commonalities that link
Israel and the US together that are more important when seen
from the view of the Oval Office. These include a
longstanding strategic relationship (e.g., on intelligence),
shared interests (e.g., liberal democracy), and shared threats
(e.g., terrorism). All of these bind the two countriestogether
and highlight the importance of the relationship.

Third, it would be both inaccurate and morally prob-
lematic to blame US presidents for problemsin the relation-
ship with Israel. The number one priority of an American
president is to promote American interests. Sometimes we
supportersof |srael forget that. In this context, Israel (or more
specifically Israeli leaders) sharesthe blame whenever there
is a downturn in the relationship. When George Bush (se-

nior) cut off billions of dollarsin loan guarantees to Prime
Minister Yitzhak Shamir because of his unhappiness at Is-
raeli settlement policy, even many Israglis blamed Shamir.
Bush genuinely believed that diverting American economic
aid to the settlements was bad policy, with negative reper-
cussions for the US We can't blame him for that.

Finally, Obamahimself has not fiven any indication that
he personally dislikes Israel or will do anything to dramati-
cally changethe American-lsragli relationship. (Putting pres-
sure on Israel to stop building settlements doesn't count —
many Israeli themselves believe this is necessary, and any-
way, no real peace can be achieved without major conces-
sions on settlements.) The only criticism one can really say
on this point isthat he's done what every political candidate
with little experiencein foreign affairs has done: tried to seem
neutral and good for everyone without having a deep under-
standing of theissues at stake.

Adding these considerations together bring us to the
conclusion that there's little to fear for Israel with Obama as
president. Argument beyond this are at worst, fear-monger-
ing, at best, sheer guesses.

When the man complained that the
wind had spread the feathers over the countryside and that
they could not be recovered, the rabbi said that gossip isthe
same - onceit is spread, the damage can not be repaired.

Andwhat doesit haveto do with Chanukah today? The
early Rabbinic tradition rejected the militaristic element, fear-
ing more revolts against the Romans. We spiritualized Cha-
nukah, turning it into the miracle of survival, our gratitudeto
God, our dependence upon God and our committment to Jew-
ish life.

The pressures of assimilation do indeed pose thoseiden-
tical threats today as in the time of Judah. But what we say
now is that Chanukah represents the spiritual resistance to
"crossing theling" once again and making humanity and hu-
man achievement our object of worship. More than that, we
convey the message in celebration and in light—the symbol
of dispelling ignorance and fear.

So, enjoy Chanukah! Know itsoriginsand itsrelation-
shipto ustoday. | prefer applesauce but issue no theol ogical
invectives against the sour cream crowd.

And don't forget to join our entire congregation in our
joyoustradition of bringing our Chanukah Menorahsto syna-
gogue on the Erev Shabbat of the intermediate days of Cha-
nukah to light together, to stand together, to sing, celebrate,
and enjoy.

Retaining a sense of Jewishness

A few years ago, my wifeand | werein La Jolla, CA,
and went into a quaint little art store. All around the studio
were copies of contemporary artists, but sitting on apedestal
in the middle of the shop wasabook. | picked it up, opened
it, and saw that it was some type of Jewish manuscript with
Hebrew script and magnificent illustrations.

The owner of the shop came over and asked if | knew
what | was holding. | was pretty sure it wasn't an illustrated
Tanach. She said it wasacopy of the Sargjevo Haggadah, an
illuminated manuscript probably created inthe mid-1350sin
Spain. She spent the next 20 minutes telling us the story of
how the Haggadah went with afamily out of Spain after the
expulsion of the Jews during the Spanish inquisitionin 1492.

Eventually, the Haggadah ended up in Sarajevo, Y ugo-
dlavia. When Hitler came to power, he tried desperately to
get this Haggadah to hang in his trophy case.

I wish | could remember all the fascinating details of
thistrue story asrelated by the art dealer. Fortunately, there
is Geraldine Brooks. Ms. Brooks has written afictional ac-
count of the life and times of the Sargjevo Haggadah. Fic-
tion, in that the dialogue is made up, but the story and basic
facts are true.

So, if you want to learn more about this 650-year-old
Haggadah, | suggest going to La Jolla to visit a knowledge-
ableart dedler, or by reading People of the Book, by Geraldine
Brooks. By theway, if you arewondering why thisart dealer
had this book in the middle of her shop, it is because she had
cometo Americaafter the Bosnian-Y ugos avian conflict, and
this book reminded her of her country's most famous work
of art.

In last month's column, | urged parents to understand
that thereisalot more going on in the religious school than
the standard "nothing" answer achild might give when asked
what they learned today. One of my friends, ateacher in the
public schools, echoed my sentiments, but added that to pre-
vent this answer, parents should change the question: not,
what did you learn today, but "what made you laugh today at
school ? What was the most interesting thing you learned to-
day?Wheat did you learn today that you didn't know before?
Who isyour favorite teacher, and why?

If you haveacynical child (likel do), he or shewould
come up with a smart-alec answer to those probing ques-
tions, too, and you'll think you are back to square one. Not
so! Thisisthetime to foster arelationship with your child's
teacher, and find out from her/him how you can reinforce
what isbeing taught in class, how you can add to your child's
education, and not isolate it as atwo-and-a-half-hour session
per week that isnot related to anything they doin "real life".

Although thisisthereligious school column, | can hon-
estly say, from my 18 years of experience, that parental in-
volvement in all areas of the synagogue and Jewish lifeis
crucial to giving your children the understanding that Juda-
ism matters.

It matters, not just for the short time they attend reli-
gious school during the week, or during the year they cel-
ebrate their Bar/Bat Mitzvah, but it also matters when the
family attends Movie Night, or the Chanukah service, or the
Annual Meeting, or Dr. Rogers parenting class, or gift-wrap-
ping at Northeast Mall with Sisterhood. All these activities
drive home the point that Judaism is something you ARE,
not just something you do on Sundays and Wednesdays.

This month, as we celebrate Chanukah, let us remem-
ber that what the Maccabees fought for was not only reli-
gious freedom, but the fear of assimilation to the point of
extinction. Don't be the weakest link! Become actively in-
volved inyour child's Jewish education today, becauseif you
won't do it, why should anyone el se?
